sion. Important components of an effective comprehensive reading
program designed to develop proficient readers, competent writers,
and critical thinkers are included in this material. This course is recom-
mended for K-3 teachers, K-12 special education teachers, literacy
specialists and coaches.

Aligning lessons and materials to the Standards: This workshop will

provide educators with an opportunity to learn about and apply the
EQuIP (Evaluating Quality Educational Products) Rubric to instruction-
al materials to see how well they align to the AZCCRS. This useful tool
can be used both to evaluate current instructional materials used at a
building or district and provide guidance in developing new material.

Addressing new components of the Writing Standards: The AZCCR
Standards introduce two new components to the ELA Writing Stand-
ards: 1) acknowledging alternate or opposing claims (Grade 7) and 2)
using valid reasoning (Grade 9).

What it means and how it is taught for College & Career Readiness:
This 6-hour workshop will begin with an in-depth understanding of
the progression of multiplication and division in the AZCCRS. How
does the concept of multiplication and division progress in grades 3
through 5? What concepts are necessary at each of these grades to
build a coherent understanding of multiplication and division as stu-
dents move through each grade? While participants will be gaining
background information to become more comfortable with these top-
ics, they will also be getting tasks and applications to take back to
their classrooms. Included in this exploration will be a variety of hands
-on, rigorous activities along with strategies and fluency tasks. Tasks
will have a focus on higher level thinking questions, the Mathematical
Practice Standards, and the use and application of manipulatives.
