Participants will learn how to facilitate “The Close Reading Routine” in
the primary classroom. In addition, they will learn various modeling
techniques and activities to demonstrate the close reading routine.
Teachers can use close reading with students to help them become
independent readers and thinkers about text. In addition to the
reading routine, participants will learn how to select texts appropriate
for close reading and write text-dependent questions.

This course will outline the book Nonfiction Mentor Texts: Teaching
Informational Writing through Children’s Literature, K-8 by Lynne R.
Dorfman and Rose Cappelli. Each participant will receive a copy of the
book. Participants will learn how to teach informational writing
through children’s literature as mentor texts in the classroom. The
course is designed for teachers who teach writing in grades K-5.

Language Essentials for Teachers of Reading and Spelling: This
course will consist of Modules 4-6 which focus on the knowledge re-
quired for effective instruction in vocabulary, fluency, and reading
comprehension. It emphasizes the interconnectivity of all elements of
reading instruction. A prerequisite to this course is LETRS Modules 1-3
or Teaching Reading Effectively.

*This is part 2 of a 3-part series.

This training will address the digital media component of the
standards. This is a feature of the speaking and listening standards,
but will include tools and tips to address collaboration, publishing,
electronic writing conference, and multimedia presentations. Many of
the reading, writing and content standards will also be addressed
through the strategic use of digital media.
