In this role she worked with all the schools, public, federal
and tribal, across the Navajo Nation.

Dee attributes her successful educational career to various educational leaders that believed In her
and her capabilities to lead in the various schools with a strong community support. Dee is Dine',
originally from Kayenta, Arizona and is Bitter Water and is born for Cliff Dwellers. She holds a BS. in
Elementary Education and M.Ed. in Early Childhood Education and Educational Leadership from
Northern Arizona University, Flagstaff,AZ.

Upon Dee's arrival to Page, Arizona in 2012, she spent time volunteering at Lakeview Elementary
School, where she had two grandchildren in attendance ,along with one at Page Middle School and
another at Page High School. Today, she has two grandchildren at Page High School and two at
Desert View Elementary School. At each given day, she and her husband will pick up the
grandchildren, take them home, engaged in their school day activities and begin the homework task.
Dee is a hard task orientated individual and expects her grandchildren to do well in school.
